AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 32, is supplemented as follows:

32.3.2.  The post-post recovery sequence is the same for manual and automated post-post and is listed in AFMAN 23-110, Part 11, Chap 5, Attach 5D-2.

32.5.1.  Time standards for delivery of assets to customers are established as follows:
32.5.1.1 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priorities 01, and 02, will be delivered within 45 minutes.  

32.5.1.2 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priority 03 will be delivered within 1½ hour.  Organizations ordering items after 1430 are expected to remain available for delivery unless other arrangements have been made with delivery personnel.

32.5.1.3 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priority 04 will normally be delivered within 4½ hours but no later than 1100 the next duty day.  After-hours personnel will deliver priority 04 issues when the delivery destination coincides with a higher priority.

32.5.1.4 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priority 05 through 07 will normally be delivered within 24 hours (one 8-hour duty day), or the next official duty day, however a vehicle will not be dispatched solely to deliver a routine document.  

32.5.1.5 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priorities 01 through 04 to South Base organizations will be made within the time frames specified above, plus 30 minutes travel time.  Priorities 05 through 07 will be delivered Monday through Friday twice a day. 

32.5.1.6 (ADDED-AFFTC).  Delivery priorities 01 through 04 to the Air Force Research Laboratory (AFRL) will be delivered no more than twice daily unless approved by the Warehouse & Distribution Lead Technician.  Delivery priorities 05 through 07 to AFRL will be made twice weekly, primarily on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  

32.5.5.1.  When SATS is operational TEX @ may not be used.  During post-post recovery only one SATS printer will be on line, normally one in RPS.

32.5.7.  Issue requests will be made through the supporting MSS.

32.6.2.1.  The MICAP checklist will be used.

32.6.3.  Demand Processing will provide a daily list of items with zero balance to Stock Control.  Stock Control will use ASNUD or the M14 to determine demand levels to requisition for stock.

32.8.2.  Use ASNUD to prepare a list of all due-outs in stock number sequence.

*32.20.  Edwards AFB Base Supply will normally remain at Wartime Code (WC) 4.  If local taskings are changed to justify an upgrade to WC 3, the Chief of Supply will make the determination in writing. 
*32.22.2.1.  Wartime Processing Codes (WPC) will be as published unless supplemented in Vol 2, Part 2, Chap 2 or in Attach 32B-1 of this chapter.
32.25.1.  Operating Instruction 23-05, Extended Post-Post Operations, is maintained in the Supply Readiness Control Center (SRCC).

*Attach 32B-1, Table 32B1.1.  If WC 3 is implemented the following reports will continue to be processed as scheduled for peacetime.
