AFI 36-2833, 23 October 2002, is supplemented as follows:

1.  Commander’s Program.  The Air Force Flight Test Center Safety Awards program supports the Air Force and Air Force Materiel Command’s Safety Awards programs and recognizes outstanding safety acts and achievements.  The purpose of this program is to ensure units or individuals are appropriately recognized for their contributions at the AFFTC level and that appropriate nominations are forwarded for Command and Air Force level awards.  AFFTC safety award recipients may also be nominated for Command or Air Force level awards.

2.2.4.  The format and content of AFFTC level safety awards is determined by the Air Force Flight Test Center Safety Office (AFFTC/SE).  Supervisors and commanders should submit all safety award nominations and support data to the appropriate AFFTC Flight, Ground, or Weapons Safety Office.  For annual Command or Air Force level awards, the deadline for submission to AFFTC/SE is 1 Oct.

2.2.5.  (ADDED).  Questions as to the appropriateness, eligibility, or nomination format should be directed to the appropriate Flight, Ground, or Weapons Safety Office.

2.3.  AFFTC/SE will award certificates, plaques, or Safety logo pen and pencil sets IAW applicable Instructions.

Section AG – AFFTC Outstanding Flight Safety Performer Award (ADDED).  

126.  (ADDED).  Purpose.  This award recognizes an individual or organization for outstanding contributions to mishap prevention or flight safety at AFFTC.

127.  (ADDED).   Eligibility.  Air Force military and civilian personnel.

128.  (ADDED).  Selection Criteria.   AFFTC/SE considers achievement or contributions that enhance flight safety by reducing the potential for flight mishaps.  Accomplishments that affect operations, maintenance, planning, published guidance, education, training, and mishap investigations are examples of areas these achievements or contributions can be made.  

129.  (ADDED).  Nomination Procedures and Presentation.  Any person, other than the nominee, who knows about an individual’s action may send a nomination to AFFTC/SEF.  The nominee’s unit commander must be notified before a nomination can be submitted.  When submitting an organization for this award, the organization’s unit commander must submit the nomination.  The nominee’s unit commander will be notified of the results.  The award will be presented at a Center or Wing level function, if possible.  

Section AH - AFFTC Outstanding Ground Safety Performer Award (ADDED).

130.  (ADDED).  Purpose.  This award recognizes an individual or organization for outstanding contributions to ground safety at AFFTC.

131.  (ADDED).  Eligibility.   Air Force military and civilian personnel. 

132.  (ADDED).  Selection Criteria.  AFFTC/SE considers achievement or contributions that enhance ground safety.  Accomplishments that affect operations, maintenance, planning, published guidance, education, training, and mishap prevention or investigations are examples of areas these achievements or contributions can be made.

133.  (ADDED).  Nomination Procedures and Presentation.   Any person, other than the nominee, who knows about an individual’s action may send a nomination to AFFTC/SEG.  The nominee’s unit commander must be notified before a nomination can be submitted.  When submitting an organization for this award, the organization’s unit commander must submit the nomination.  The nominee’s unit commander will be notified of the results.  The award will be presented at a Center or Wing level function, if possible.    
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
