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This instruction, along with other existing directives, establishes procedures to follow during operations on the EOD Open Burn/Open Detonation (OB/OD) Thermal Treatment Unit (TTU), and during Precision Impact Range Area (PIRA) target clearance operations. This regulation applies to all AFFTC activities and tenant units providing EOD support.





SUMMARY OF CHANGES:  Updates range terminology, deletes references to EOD Training Range, updates and adds references (para 2); deletes  notification requirements (formally para 3.4);  other editorial changes throughout. 





1.  RESPONSIBILITIES.  It is the responsibility of all Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) personnel, and the Flight Test Center Range Safety Officer (when applicable) to ensure these procedures are fol�lowed.

3.  GENERAL:





3.1.  SAFETY.  To ensure the safety of all personnel involved in target clearances and EOD support to AFFTC munitions related test, all live or unexpended ordnance items found on the (PIRA) will be disposed of in-place.  At no time will EOD personnel attempt to manually remove or disassemble explosive components (fuses, initiators, etc.) from impacted test items.  Prior to any range operation, the EOD team chief will give a safety briefing.





3.2.  PERSONNEL LIMITS:





Keep the number of personnel involved in OB/OD and range clearance operations to a minimum consistent with a safe and efficient operation.  However, the number of EOD personnel will never be less than two (minimum of three for OB/OD operations) with one having an Air Force Specialty of 3E871 or higher.





3.2.1.  Keep number of personnel involved in training operations to a minimum consistent with a safe and efficient operation. However, the number of EOD personnel will never be less than two with one having an Air Force Specialty of 3E851 or higher.

3.4.  TRANSPORTATION.  All explosives will be transported from the munitions storage area to the specific range via an authorized explosive movement route.  All explosive items will be transported and protected IAW AFMAN 91-201, AFI 31-309, and EODOI 91-2.





3.5.  COMMUNICATIONS REQUIREMENT.  Two way radio communications with DOWNFALL will be available during all PIRA or OB/OD operations.





4.  EMERGENCY ACTIONS.  In case of a fire or medical emergency, immediately notify the appropriate agency by the fastest means available.  Contact DOWNFALL and they will phone the appropriate agency directly.





5.  PROCEDURES.  EOD Operating Instructions (EODOI 92-2, EODOI 92-3, and EODOI 92-4) will provide detailed procedures for all EOD PIRA range operations.





5.1.  EOD range residue clearance/decontamination operations will be scheduled IAW AFFTCI 11-2, chapter 8.





5.2.  EOD Operations Control Center (OCC) will always contact DOWNFALL (5-5603) to verify scheduled range time and obtain airspace ceiling required for explosive operations.  DOWNFALL will notify the appropriate agencies to ensure the area will be clear.





5.3.  The EOD team chief will contact DOWNFALL prior to entering the PIRA or OB/OD range and upon departure.
