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This instruction establishes responsibilities and procedures governing the Adopt-a-Lot Program on Edwards Air Force Base.

1.  Policy.  This program allows any organization associated with Edwards Air Force Base to take responsibility for unused lots and ensure that they are kept clean.

2.  Responsibilities.
2.1.   The 95 ABW/CV will:

2.1.1.  Assign lots to volunteering organizations.

2.1.2.  Maintain map(s) with designated lots shown.

2.1.3.  Ensure that organizations adhere to established cleanup schedule.

2.1.4.  Acquire signs for lots showing responsible organization.

2.1.5.  Publish articles, as required, to maintain public interest in the program.

2.2.  Participating organizations will:

2.2.1   Provide a point-of-contact to the 95 ABW/CV for each requested and/or assigned lot.

2.2.2.  Clean assigned lot at least once a month.

2.2.3. Provide 95 ABW/CV, semi-annually a letter with previous six months cleaning dates and proposed dates for 

the next six months.

2.2.4.  Be responsible for taking collected trash to the dump.

2.2.5.  Provide proper safety equipment for all individuals taking part in the cleanup.

2.2.6.  Provide supplies, as required for cleaning assigned lot.
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
